     Notice to all federation member clubs.

Members,

          On May 13, 2010 two board members notified me that a bill had been introduced on both the NYS Assembly (A10039A) and NYS Senate (S7132A) agendas for consideration. The bill ‘Yearling Buck Protection Program’, was introduced by Aileen Gunther  in the state assembly and John Bonacic in the state senate. This bill was at the request of The New York State Whitetail Management Coalition, www.nyswmc.com .  The Ulster Federation is not a member of NYSWMC but the proposed bill will affect the wildlife management units in our area, which is the reason for this notice.  The Antler Restriction Pilot Program regulation already exists in WMU’s 3C, 3J, 3H and 3K.  There was a proposal in 2009 to extend the program into other areas. That proposal was rejected by the NYSDEC even though it had received over 67% approval by the sportsmen surveyed.  The sportsmen were told by NYSDEC that they would not address the request through regulation. The NYSWMC decided to go through legislation and change the Environmental Conservation Law to add additional units. 


On May 14, 2010 I contacted Senator Bonacic’s office and stated that the Ulster Federation had not discussed a change from a pilot program regulation to a permanent law with its membership. I requested a delay in bringing the bill to the Senate floor to allow time to notify the membership. The request was granted and the NYSWMC was notified by the Senator’s office. 

On May 18, 2010 the Ulster Federation board met to discuss the matter.  All parties were heard and  I moved to send the information to the member clubs for comment.  On May 21, 2010  I spoke to Senator Bonacic’s office to inquire on how much time was available before the current session ended. In order to be voted on for this years session it would need to be on the  Senate floor for discussion on June 1, 2010.  

This bill was introduced in February or March by NYSWMC but not brought to our attention until now. It is not our bill but we are being giving one opportunity to comment on it. Unfortunately we are being asked to made our comments next week in order to be fair to the NYSWMC which spent a lot of time and effort moving it through the process. The short time frame does not allow us to go through our normal meeting cycles. So I am asking all the representatives to get the notice and attached information to their clubs officers. Please read and review the proposed law and return your comments by either preferred, email or by phone.  I apologize for the short notice but I was put in the same position. There have been several contacts with the NYSWMC, and the Ulster Federation, some productive, some not.  You can call or email any of the federation board with your decisions or comments.

The federation board will meet next week to discuss the matter and hopefully adopt a resolution to send to Senator Bonacic. Thank you in advance for your cooperation.

PURPOSE: Creating in law the Yearling Buck Protection Program and the

five Wildlife Management Units affected.

SUMMARY OF PROVISIONS: Section 1 amends the Environmental Conservation

Law by adding a new section 11-0914 creating the Yearling Buck

Protection Program. Definitions of Antlered Deer and Wildlife Management

Unit are defined. The program will apply to Wildlife Management Units

3C, 3H, 3J, 3K and that portion of unit 3A south and west of State Route

28. The program applies to all public and private land within the Wild-

life Management Unit. Hunters under the age of 17 are exempt from the

program.

EXISTING LAW: Currently the DEC has an antler restriction program in

Wildlife Management Units 3C, 3H, 30J and 3K. Local supporters have

requested an expansion of the program into 4 new Wildlife Management

Units.

JUSTIFICATION: The Antler Restriction Program has been successful and

hunters in the Wildlife Management Units included in the bill have asked

for the program to continue with an expansion into a portion of Wildlife

Management Unit 3A

ANY PERSON WHO HUNTS OR TAKES DEER UNDER A VALID PERMIT OR LICENSE DURING THE BOWHUNTING, REGULAR AND MUZZLELOADING DEER SEASONS IS RESTRICTED TO THE HUNTING OR TAKING OF DEER WITH AT LEAST ONE ANTLER WITH AT LEAST THREE POINTS. EACH POINT MUST BE AT LEAST ONE INCH LONG MEASURED FROM THE MAIN ANTLER BEAM. B. THIS PROGRAM APPLIES TO ALL PUBLIC AND PRIVATE LAND WITHIN THE SPECIFIED WILDLIFE MANAGEMENT UNITS. 3. WILDLIFE MANAGEMENT UNITS. THESE RESTRICTIONS SHALL ONLY APPLY TO WILDLIFE MANAGEMENT UNITS 3C, 3H, 3J, 3K, AND THAT PORTION OF UNIT 3A SOUTH AND WEST OF STATE ROUTE TWENTY-EIGHT. 4. EXEMPTIONS FROM REQUIREMENTS.
